Seven years 

later, Sister Praise dies giving birth to twin boys: Shiva and Marion. Marion narrates 

their dramatic biblical story set against the backdrop of political turmoil in Ethiopia, the 

life in the hospital compound in which they grow up, and the love 

story of their adopted parents. The boys become doctors and the  

practice of medicine is woven into Verghese‟s fascinating narrative.
