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However, the life and work of a real church is 

like the manna God sent the children of Israel; 

you cannot live on yesterdayôs accomplishments.  

We should continue to evaluate and to pray. 

Some of the things that we are currently doing 

need to change, and there needs to be a renewed  

commitment to loving God and our neighbor.  

The budget process this year will force us to 

make some choices based on the priorities that  

we believe God is leading us to implement.   

The elders and deacons will be on a retreat  

January 8-9 discerning, praying, and deciding 

together.  The staff will also be doing some  

concentrated work in this area.  I know I have 

probably said this before (letôs face it, after 15 

years, I have probably said everything one way or 

another), but this yearôs congregational meeting 

on January 31 at 7:00 p.m. may be one of the 

most important. 

  

The one thing that I never get tired of saying  

is that, once again this year, I count it a great 

blessing and privilege to be your pastor.

W hether it is a curse or a blessing  

(or neither) to live in interesting times, 

the first decade of the 21st century was very  

interesting.  Most of the worldôs events that 

come to mind are not very positive: terrorist 

attacks and a protracted war that probably      

needs to be fought but cannot be won; a world 

economy in shambles and national debt most      

of us cannot fathom; an increasingly-polluted 

eco-system as well as deadly reminders of the 

fragility of life on a planet that is constantly 

moving; and a nation that shows most of the 

signs of a culture in decline. 

  

When I look back on the last ten years of 

our life together, I have a totally different  

sense.  We had several hundred people join the 

kingdom of God through baptism, confirmation, 

and affirming the faith in membership.  We  

averaged over 100 people each year who  

participated in some type of mission trip such  

as Mars Hill, Nicaragua, Guatemala, Mexico 

City, India and China.  We have ordained and 

sent a group of dynamic women and men to lead 

the church of Christ.  We have seen some great 

success and setbacks in our urban work, but we 

are still in Chester and looking for new partners 

in Philadelphia.  We had five different youth 

directors and seven different childrenôs directors, 

but both ministries are flourishing as strongly as 

ever.  And, by rough estimate, we have given 

approximately 8 million dollars to support the 

ministry, maintain our facilities, and support  

mission both locally and internationally.  That 

was a very interesting decade of ministry      

indeed!
